TIPS
Know the job and have your answers 
ready about situations you have handled 
that might be similar

Know the organization so that you can 
demonstrate how interested you are

Know yourself so that you can answer the 
questions in a concise and relevant 
manner

Be prepared to answer situational and 
behavioural questions (Google this) with 
answers giving the situation, the action 
taken and the result

Be prepared to answer “tell me about 
yourself” in a concise way that addresses 
what they want to hear (about yourself as 
related to the job)

What are your strengths? That relate to 
the job.

What are your weaknesses? Chose 
weaknesses that are not going to blow 
you out of the water

Why did you apply to this job? 

Why should we hire you?

Practice Practice Practice – the more you 
practice the more comfortable you will be 
in the interview – would you go into a test 
or an exam without studying?
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
